Members of The Thursday kNights ofthe Roundtable men's Bible study / support group were a part ofthe
40 Days of Community church-wide Bible study on love in the 2006 Lenten season. We have taken seriously
the scriptures, "Since we are all one body in Christ, we belong to each other, and each of us needs all the
others" and "By helping each other with your troubles, you truly obey the law of Christ" and "Your love for
one another will prove to the world that you are my disciples." In session five, we all talked about the group
doing something as a team to be in ministry within the church. We decided there was a need for us to know
each other better and have a means to minister to each other better. So, we are sponsoring a new kind of
church directory - one which will not only list names, addresses and phones, but other things about ourselves,
and which will give us all an opportunity to meet each other's needs as Christ has asked us to do, help us to
know each other in the church family better, and help us build the Body of Christ.

We call this the CHRIST CHURCH SHARE DIRECTORY. When it is published, one will be able to find
others in the congregation with like interests, and also find others who have things or services they might need
or others who need things or services they might have. Along with the accompanying CHRISTCHURCH
SHARE EMAIL GROUP project, we will be able to meet each other's needs and become closer to each other
and to God at the same time. We will also find more ways to be in ministry and mission for God. This is
what Jesus said was to be an important part of his church.

For your protection: be assured that NONE of the information provided will be posted on the Internet, and
NO ONE will receive a printed copy ofthis directory whose name does not appear within. It will list basic
name/address information on all families of the congregation, member or not, wherever they live, who have
provided such. Weare seeking detailed information from all participants in the life of the congregation in
order to make the directory more valuable. Only families in Christ Church, and those closely related
otherwise, will have access to the Email group directly. The church Web site will contain only a link to the
moderators of the project, to get information, not the details of the directory themselves. Updates to the
directory will be issued as new persons come into our church family from time to time, and will contain the
appropriate information, which they provide. A confidentiality and proper-use pledge will be a part of
receiving the directory. If you list your business, we will ask that people not expect you to give your service
at a discount or free when it's your livelihood.

We hope you will fill in all the appropriate information on the attached form to help us in this project,
TODAY. Yes, we're asking for birthdates, because the ultimate computer file will enable us to identify age
groups in the church. We will not publish birth years in the directory (that will then remain only in the
computer). Otherwise, filling out the form grants the SHARE team permission to print your provided
information. Thank you for your help. Please note the voluntary opportunity for you to participate in the cost
of this project, on the form. Weare considering producing and updating the directory electronically for those
who have a computer, on CD's.
